Meeting Minutes


May 20, 2010
A meeting of the Personnel Administration Board of Kent County was held on Tuesday, May 20, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. at Roma’s Restaurant on Bay Road in Dover for its annual dinner meeting and reorganization.

Election of Chairman
A motion was made by Mr. Pepper, seconded by Ms. Vlach, and carried without objection to re-elect Margie MacLeish as Chairman.

Election of Vice-Chairman

A motion was made by Ms. MacLeish, seconded by Ms. Vlach, and carried without objection to elect Jerry Pepper as Vice-Chairman.

Kent County Medal Nominations
Mr. Kujala advised that a Commissioner was requesting revisions to the Kent County Medal policy to recognize young people for their lifesaving actions and to recognize citizens achieving 100 years of age.  The proposed changes are underlined as follows: 
D)
Kent County Medal Guidelines
A draft revised wording for Section B of Kent County Levy Court Policy 27-1 was presented as follows:
B.
The medal shall be awarded to a person [for]: 

1. 
Losing his/her [Loss of] life while saving or attempting to save the life of another person; or

2. 
Saving or attempting to save the life of another person under circumstances which caused personal injury and/or clearly placed the life of the recipient at great risk of bodily harm beyond the normal duties of the recipient’s occupation; [or]

3. 
Under age 19, who saves or attempts to save the life of another person under extraordinary circumstances or by utilizing skills/abilities atypical for an individual of his/her young age; 

4. 
Providing exceptionally meritorious service (MS) to the County and/or a community thereof; or
5.  
Attaining the age of 100 for worthy life long (LL) achievements.
After some discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Pepper, seconded by Ms. Hawkins and carried unanimously to recommend the revisions to Levy Court for adoption.

Kent County Medal Nominations

Mr. Kujala presented information on two nominations as follows:
MURIEL SCHWARTZ nominated by Commissioner Allan Angel


Muriel Schwartz has been and continues to be an astute businesswoman dedicated to various civic causes benefiting all of Kent County, such as Kent-Sussex Industries and the Delaware Red Cross; and holds the distinction of serving as the first female Chairperson of the Kent General Hospital Board of Directors, is a founding member of the Junior Board, and has been a generous benefactor for the Hospital for many years; and, she is a founding member of the Greater Dover Committee and will always be remembered for the beautiful Schwartz Center for the Performing Arts in Dover as her namesake legacy to future generations. 


Pursuant to the established policy and guidelines, the Board approved the nomination and recommended Muriel Schwartz to the Kent County Levy Court for a Kent County Medal. 

CZYRN RICHARDSON nominated by Commissioner Allan Angel
Czyrn Richardson, age is a student who upon realizing that a fellow student was choking during a lunch break administered the Heimlich maneuver. Czyrn remembered what was necessary and acted without any forethought and saved his fellow student's life.
It was suggested any recommendation for approval be contingent upon adoption by Levy Court of the revised policy provisions discussed earlier. 

Pursuant to the established policy and guidelines, the Board approved the nomination and recommended Czyrn Richardson to the Kent County Levy Court for a Kent County Medal contingent upon adoption of the recommended policy revisions.

Mr. Petit De Mange thanked the Board members for their service and continued commitment to Kent County Levy Court and their employees.

Mr. Angel also thanked the Board members and said he wished the other Commissioners would take a look at how well things have been accomplished by this Board and its members.
