ROLL CALL AND DETERMINATION OF QUORUM

The meeting was called to order by Mr. Hegman, Chair, at 5 p.m.  A quorum was determined to be present.  A motion was called for from the Chair to accept the minutes of the last meeting.   A motion was made by Mr. Keen and seconded by Mr. Dean to accept the meeting minutes of November 2, 2011 as submitted.  Motion carried unanimously.  

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, COMMITTEES AND STAFF

Operations and Maintenance Report – Mr. Newton gave an overview for the November Operations and Maintenance Report.  Brief discussion ensued.  A motion was made by Mr. McDonough and seconded by Mr. Welch to accept the November Operations and Maintenance Report as submitted.  Motion carried unanimously.

LEVY COURT ACTION
Mr. Medlarz made the Board aware that the Proposed Dissolution of specific properties would be introduced at the next  Levy Court meeting on December 13, 2011.  The Central Receiving Station has been discussed in Leadership; it is not on the agenda as of yet.
OLD BUSINESS
WWTF - DEKRA Audit Results – Mr. Newton gave an overview.  Our certificate was renewed with five (5) minor non-conformances.  One of the non-conformances was for the EMS Manual where we reference an Emergency Operations Plan that does not exist.  Mr. Newton will be working on an Emergency Operations Plan.  Mr. Medlarz addressed the board pointing out how the management system at the plant has matured over the years and how the non-conformances of today would have been an opportunity two or three years ago.  The auditors, recognizing that we have now matured are pushing us and expect us to become better therefore the audits have gotten more difficult.  A motion was made by 

Mr. McDonough and seconded by Mr. Haynes to accept the DEKRA Audit Results update as submitted.  Motion carried unanimously.
NEW BUSINESS

KCSDD No. 1 (Proposed Sewer Extension - Double Run Area) Poly Tech School District/High School.

Mr. Hall gave an overview reminding the board that they had recently recommended Poly Tech School District/High School as a contract user in April 2011.  The applicant has since reconsidered and asked for the district to be extended.  All TFS information remains the same.  He further explained that the applicant again has asked that impact fees be frozen for them from June 2009.  Staff recommends the extension.  After brief discussion, a motion was made by Mr. McDonough and seconded by Mr. Welch to recommend approval of KCSDD No. 1 (Proposed Sewer Extension - Double Run Area) Poly Tech School District/High School.  Motion carried unanimously.
Selection of Budget Committee Members and Budget Review Meeting Date
The Board agreed that Mr. Hegman, Mr. Scott, Mr. McDonough and Mr. Welch will be on the committee along with a representative from each municipality.  The meeting will be held the third Wednesday in January at 5:00 p.m. in the Finance Conference Room.
